Our
nursery school will also be joining us at our Friday festivities. A fun time of sports,
nature, music, crafts, and special events are in the planning stages. Camp staff has been
recruited with some of the counselors returning from last year. This year our camp
capacity was upped from 110 campers to 200 campers and registration will be sent through
Longwood schools. So try to get your reg. forms in quickly. Again this year we are having
our annual Strawberry Festival it will be held on Saturday June, 14th from 10:00am till
3pm this is actually a camp fundraiser. We had our 1st flea market type strawberry
festival last year we hosted 33 vendors and it was a huge success all the vendors left
happy and the weather was cooperative. If you want to get rid of all the clutter rent a
spot and make some money regular price is $25.00, for campers and their families its
$20.00 The Strawberry Festival is rain or shine. There will be a homemade luncheon,
fresh strawberries, strawberry shortcake as well as various other snacks and
refreshments available, even if you don't rent a spot come and explore. The vendor
applications can be found at the VYaphank Presbyterian church website at
www.yaphankpc.org.

are able to run Yaphank day camp inexpensively. We are now offering a before and after
camp program call or email pawhite@optonline.net for more info..

We believe this should be a camp that all the children in the area can afford. This
is in keeping with the idea that the camp is a cooperative camp which depends on the
voluntary support of parents and I have to say the parents have been wonderful over the
years. Tuition will stay the same once again 1°' child $75 a week, 2nd child $70, 3rd child
$65, and a one time registration fee of $20 for each child. At this time we are asking
that you complete your registration form and return it with your $20.00 registration fee
per child and first weeks tuition per child, if there is a problem with this, please just let
us know we are always able to work something out.

Camp will run the way it has in past years with the parent food donations so we can
continue to provide, drinks, snacks and the Friday BBQ's.

To the parents/guardians who are new to Yaphank day camp, each week you will be
asked to bring some type of food donation, you will be given a card asking explaining your
donation needed a specific item per child per week as this is how we provide the campers
with snacks, unlimited drinks and our Friday festivities and BBQ, each Friday we have a
modified day for the campers and a BBQ (BBQ is every Friday at 12 noon) which families
and friends of campers are invited to each week. Come and enjoy and our final Friday on
aug.8th, we will have our annual talent show (more info to come) if you or your child have
any ideas or suggestions for camp this year please feel free to let us know I can be
reached by e-mail pawhite@optonline.net now so that we may try to incorporate it into
this years plans if we're able to use them, one suggestion I know I'll get is instead of
parents bringing in the snacks they would rather just give an amount of money equal to
their snacks cost. I cannot do this because I do not have the time to go food shopping for
camp, if there are any volunteers out there who would like to take on this job please let
me know.
